It is the basis for tolerance,

self-acceptance, and non-dogmatism.The illustrations are lovely, bright and colourful and right to the

point, with a hint of fanciness.I don't know Korean, just started to read, so I cannot comment on the

translation. For what other people say it is not good, so I am disappointed.I bought the book on

Kindle, and the digital edition is not good. It works like some Google app book not like a modern

kindle illustrated or comic book. The book directly turns the phone/tablet into landscape settings,

and although one can individuate text with one tap on the screen some of the writing is so small that

one would need the page to be zoomable to move around and see things properly. The book needs

to be adjusted to Kindle and/or Comixology properly. Otherwise, the book it is a bit useless in this

format. I would recommend buying this on hard copy.However, it is less than 1 buck, so let it stay in

my kindle.
