The

author doesn't try to suggest that these cultures were completely peaceful, of course, which is one

of the false claims I've seen about this book.It's good to know that humanity hasn't always lived

under authoritarian men who dominate others and rule by the threat of violence. If enough of us

knew that, the future would be much, much brighter.
