It was an addictive read,
although | still donA¢A A™t know what the endgame of the story is. Reading this book felt
somewhat similar to watching the mid-season finale of a television show.One of my favorite things
about this book is that it alternated between the individuals trying to solve the murder and
MadisonA¢A A™s story. (No, this is not a spoiler, you find out sheA¢A A™s alive in Chapter one).
The switches gave the story an intensity that it otherwise would not have had. While | liked the
mystery, it was starting to feel a little dragged-out toward the end. ThereA¢A A™s also a secondary
mystery that is a bit creepy.There were a lot of narrators. It was told in third person so it

wasnAg¢A A™t difficult to follow the story. However, the fact that Layla, Aster, Tommy, Trena,
Madison, and Mateo all had POVs meant that the reader followed the story from every possible
angle. Additionally, the story moved along at a very quick pace. This combination lead to an almost
overwhelming amount of information sometimes with only a small amount of time to process it. The
fast pace made for a very quick read.l ended up liking most of the characters more than | expected.
The author has a talent for realistic dialogue and interactions. | adored AsterA¢A A™:s relationship
with her younger brother and her scenes with her parents were unexpectedly emotional. |

didnA¢A A™t understand why Mateo was included in the story since he contributed very little to the
murder mystery plot. However, | generally dislike unnecessary love triangles so my dislike of him is
partially due to that. Other than him, | enjoyed seeing how the characters interacted with each other
and figuring out each of their important secrets. IA¢A A™m very intrigued to see what happens next
with Trena in particular. | honestly have no idea who masterminded the kidnapping, although | do
have my guesses. (Even if my list of possible suspects is essentially as long as the character list for
the novel).Overall, | thoroughly enjoyed reading this book.

The series is YA mystery.The
main narrators are Layla, Aster, Tommy, Mateo (Layla’s ex), and Trena (reporter). They are all told
in 3rd person POVs.The first book ended with a big cliffhanger.I'm not sure how | feel about so
many narrators. It gives the reader insight into all angles of the story. But | find it does not let me
really connect with any one narrator. Plus the 3rd person POVs make it harder to connect. | actually
wish that we only got Layla and Aster's POVs.To me the book was a bit too long. But the story was
definitely much more interesting than the first book.I actually really enjoyed Blacklist. However, |
wish that the mystery of what happened to Madison was not dragged out over all three books.
Usually in a mystery series there would be a mystery, but it would be solved in the first book. Then
there would be a new mystery in the second book. | like the story. But | want the mystery to be
solved already.The book ends with another cliffhanger ending. The last part of the book was
exciting. But | am not happy that the mystery wasn’t resolved. | am glad however that the reader
was given some idea of what happened to Madison. But | wanted more.Overall, the story was pretty
good. My favorite parts were when a bunch of the narrators were together. So when the POVs
switched the story was not interrupted. | will definitely have to read the final book because | am

In the second book of the dramatic Beautiful Idols series, the stakes are raised --- will these young
stars rise or plummet to the ground? Layla Harrison’s blog is losing subscribers as she refuses to
broach the topic of Aster. Tommy’s blissful life is only getting better but he can’t forget Layla... Aster
must find out who is framing her before it’s too late, and Madison? She may not even be

alive.Blacklist definitely has a better plot, but it just isn’t as explosive as Beautiful Idols. Yes, things



have "gotten more intense", however it takes awhile for anything of interest to happen. The
relationships between the characters certainly shift heaps, we see frustration, love, and support,
bonds are made and broken more than once.Madison is a hot topic in this book, so much of what is
hinted at in Beautiful ldols is revealed, specifically information about her. Each character is haunted
by different things; Tommy’s career is at a stand still, Layla must respond to anonymous threats or
be dealt with, and Aster is daunted by the threat of jail for a crime she didn’t commit. We see more
of Ryan too, and he has changed a lot from his first appearance in the series.This book answers
many questions, but perhaps there aren’t enough questions asked to keep the book flowing as the
same few questions pop up all the way through the book. Is Madison dead, is Aster going to get out
of jail, who is Madison really? Nonetheless, | thoroughly enjoyed reading Blacklist and | think it's
done a brilliant job of setting up book three, which is sure to be explosive considering the amount of

ammunition Blacklist has generated and not used.
